Use

Before using the machine, remove all foreign objects from the area. Stones, glass,
branches and similar items can damage the tiller. Also check that bolts on the tiller are
tightened.

Do not overload the tiller. Always use it with care.

Start:

Set the throttle to fully open. (Figure I, 1)

Set the engine ignition switch to "ON".

Set the choke lever on the engine to "Choker"

If the engine is mounted with a fuelvalve, switch to “ON”

Once the engine is running, adjust the engine speed by moving the choke arm on the
engine to "RUN".

Stop:

Set the throttle to minimum gas. (Figure I, 1)

Set the engine ignition switch to "OFF".

If the engine is mounted with a fuelvalve, switch to “OFF”

When pressing the clutch handle, the gear will be activated, and the tiller will move
backward or forward, depending on your choice of gear. Take care not to operate the tiller
in reverse when standing with your back to an object, for example, a tree or wall.

The black handle is used to move the tiller forwards. The red handle is used to move the
tiller backwards. Take care not to back the tiller up when standing with your back against
an object, for example, a tree or wall.

The tiller blades pull the machine forwards. In other words, the speed of the machine
depends on how much gas you give it. If you hold the tiller back, the blades dig into the
ground.

If the tiller has a tendency to dig down, there are several things you can do. The right and
left blade set can be changed. This means that the tiller will use the back of the blade to
till, and thus it will not dig down so easily. In addition, side guards can be fitted. This also
helps prevent the tiller from digging down.

Lowering the supportwheels will also prevent the tiller in digging down.

The depth skid must always be placed in the top notch if this is the case. See also the
section on adjusting the depth skid.
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The tiller's speed is regulated not only by the speed of the engine, but also by the depth
skid, which is situated behind the machine.

Do not till very wet soil, as clods of earth will be formed, and these are difficult to break up.
Dry and hard soil may need to be tilled twice.

The outer blades can be removed if the tiller is to be used between narrow rows of plants
and crops. This reduces the tilling width.

The ground can be tilled in two directions, thus achieving optimum tilling.

It is important that you do not try to hold back the tiller. Using the machine must be a
comfortable and relaxing experience.

Gears

The tiller has two forward gears and one reverse gear. m
The gear lever has 5 positions: R-N-2-N -1

First gear is engaged when the gear lever is pushed as far as

possible to the right, towards the handlebar.

This is the slowest gear and is recommended for ploughing,

for instance.

Second gear is engaged when the gear lever is pushed to the left, away from the
handlebar.

This is the quickest gear and also the recommended tiller speed.

Reverse is engaged when the gear lever is pushed as far as possible to the left, away from
the handlebar.

Neutral is between 2 and 1.

Always make sure to select the proper gear before activating the clutch (figure 4,b).

Adjusting the depth skid

The depth skid can be adjusted for tilling five different depths. The deeper the depth skid
sits in the soil, the deeper the tilling blades will work and the slower the machine will
advance. Using the right tilling depth will lighten your workload. The depth skid will need to
be adjusted to suit the ground conditions, and we recommend that you make several
attempts to see how deep the depth skid should be before deciding which setting works
best.

To adjust the depth skid, pull it backwards and up until it reaches the preferred height.
Position the depth skid vertically and lower it into one of the notches.
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The depth skid can be adjusted to suit various tilling depths. The deeper into the ground
the depth skid goes, the deeper the tiller will work. The right setting depends on the ground
conditions.

Adjusting the steer

The height and angle of the steer can be adjusted. It can be an advantage to adjust the
steer to either left or right during cultivating. Then you can avoid walking in the cultivated
soil. Use the wheel figure J, 1.

Cleaning the tiller

The tiller should be cleaned after use. Use a garden hose to wash off soil and dirt.
Remove any grass, etc. from the rotor shaft. The chassis number should only be cleaned
with a damp cloth, otherwise there is a risk that it might be erased. Avoid using a high-
pressure washer during cleaning.

Maintaining the chain housing

The chain housing is lubricated with TEXACO Multifak EPO grease at the factory. This
process does not need to be repeated.

Engine

For correct use and maintenance of the engine, consult the accompanying engine manual.
Your machine is delivered assembled and has been test-started at the factory.

However, for safety's sake you should check the engine for oil before starting it.

Storage

If the machine is likely to be stored unused for prolonged periods, follow the instructions
below. This will ensure the machine has a long service life.

Use a garden hose to wash off soil and dirt. Remove any grass, etc. from the rotor shaft.
The chassis number should only be cleaned with a damp cloth, otherwise there is a risk
that it might be erased. Avoid using a high-pressure washer during cleaning.

Wipe the tiller over with a damp cloth so that all surfaces are clean. Wipe the surfaces
down with an oily cloth to prevent rust.

You should always store your machine in a dry, clean place.
