Juster stgttehandtaget, sa du har mest mulig kontrol
over maskinen.

Fliserenseren har teleskopskaft, drej teleskoplasen lgs,
treek eller skub fliserenseren sammen, s& den gnskede
arbejdshgjde opnas.

Aktiver barsten ved at aktivere handtaget med fingrene,
mens lasepalen pa siden af handtaget aktiveres. Slip
begge for at stoppe.

Undga at trykke bgrsten mod underlaget. Dette vil gge
trykke pa bersten, og forkorte levetiden.

Kar barsten frem og tilbage mellem fliserillerne. Den er
mest effektiv nér bgrsten treekkes bagleens.

Batteri og lader

Rengar renseren efter brug, veer opmaerksom péa at der
ikke kommer skidt ind ad kaleribberne pa
motorenheden.

The warnings, precautions and instructions given in this
manual, cannot cover all situations that the product can
be placed in. The user must therefore present common
sense and caution when using the product.

Safety in the work area

e  Only use the product in clean and well lit areas

e Do not use the product in areas with explosive
danger or where there is flammable fluids, gas or
dust present.

e The person that uses the machine is responsible to
other persons in the work area. Never use the
machine when others, especially children or
animals are near.

e This product is an electric product. It is therefore
important, that it is never in contact with water or is
used in wet surroundings.

Use and maintenance of the product

e A product must not be used for other work than as
described in this manual.

e  Only use original spare parts. Mounting of non-
approved parts may lead to increased risk and are
therefore not legal. Any liability is renounced for
accidents or other damage that has happened due
to the use of unauthorised parts.

e Before using the machine, the dealer or other
qualified person should instruct you in the use of
the machine.

Minors may not work the machine.

The machine may only be lent to people who know
how to work the machine. This manual should
follow the machine under all circumstances.

The product may only be used by persons who are
rested, well and fit. If the work is tiring, frequent
brakes should be made. Do not use the machine
under influence of alcohol.

Always check before start, that all bolts and nuts
are tigthened.

Always wear eye protection when using the
machine.

Keep children and other persons at a distance of at
least 5 metres from the work area.

Use and maintenance of battery

Do not remove a battery pack from its original
packaging until required for use.

Do not subject batteries to mechanical shock.
Observe the plus (+) and minus (-) marks battery
pack and equipment and ensure correct use.

Do not use any battery pack which is not designed
for use with the equipment.

Do not mix battery pack of different manufacture,
capacity, size or type within a device.

Keep batteries out of the reach of children.

Always purchase the correct battery pack for the
equipment.

Keep battery pack clean and dry.

Wipe the battery terminals with a clean dry cloth if
they become dirty.

Batteries need to be charged before use. Always
use the correct charger and refer to manufacturer’s
instruction or equipment manual for proper charging
instructions.

Do not leave a battery pack on prolonged charge
when noting use.

After extended periods of storage, it may be
necessary to charge and discharge the battery pack
several times to obtain maximum performance.
Retain the original product literature for future
reference.

Use only battery pack in the application for which it
was intended.

When possible, remove the battery pack from the
equipment when not in use.

Insert the axle of the wheel into the mounting hole
Push the wheel to the suitable location.

Fit the brush (Fig. 6a/ltem A) onto the drive axle (Fig.
6a/ltem B). Make sure that the brush fits accurately into
the mount (Fig. 6a/ltem C). The shaft must be fixed in
order to fasten the brush. To do so, insert the pin (Fig.
2/ltem 10) into the recess on the shaft (Fig. 6b) and
hold with one hand. Using the open-ended wrench (Fig.
2/ltem 11), tighten the nut (Fig. 6b/ltem 12).

Warning!

Always take away the battery before inserting or
removing a brush

Height adjustment.

Undo the union nut (Fig. 7/ltem 5) until the paving
scraper’s handle can be moved in and out freely. Now
set the required working height and secure the handle
in this position by tightening the union nut again.

Figure 8

Adjusting the additional handle.

Undo the adjustment lock (Fig. 8/Item 3) for the
additional handle until it can be moved forwards and
backwards without any great resistance. Set the
required position and tighten the securing screw again.

Installing the battery.

Press the side push lock buttons of the battery pack as
shown in Fig. 9 and push the battery pack into the
mount provided. Make sure that the push lock buttons
latch in place! To remove the battery pack, proceed in
reverse order.

Charging the battery.

1. Take the battery pack out of the equipment. Do this
by pressing the side push lock buttons.

2. Check that your mains voltage is the same as that
marked on the rating plate of the battery charger. Insert
the power plug of the charger (14) into the socket outlet.
The green LED will then begin to flash.

3. Insert the battery pack (13) into the battery charger
(14).

Figure 10b

Battery capacity indicator.

Press the switch for the battery capacity indicator (Fig.
10b/Item A). The battery capacity indicator (Fig.
10b/Item B) shows the charge status of the battery
using 3 LEDs.

All 3 LEDs are lit:

The battery is fully charged.

2 or 1 LED(s) are lit:

The battery has an adequate remaining charge.

1 LED flashes:

The battery is empty, recharge the battery.

All LEDs flash:

The battery pack has undergone exhaustive discharge
and is defective. Do not use or charge a

defective battery pack!

Warning!

When the appliance is stopped, don't start the
appliance again.

The battery is not full charged when delivered, please
ensure it is fully charged before you use it the first time.
Charge it 5 hours the very first time.

If the machine cannot work when turn on the switch, it
means the battery is out of power, Recharge it.

Always disconnect power before changing brush!

Remember!
You can buy additional brushes:
Nylon brush:  Art. no. 90063100
Steel brush Art. no. 90063090

Operation

Use the electric weed cleaner to remove weeds
between flagstones and pavers.

Adjust the support handle, so you have the best
possible control of the machine

Activate brush by activating handle with fingers, while
locking mechanism on the side of the handle is
activated. Release both to stop.

Do not press the brush down onto the surface. This will
increase the pressure on the brush and decrease its
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working life. Extension cords longer than 50 feet must
not be coiled, but must be rolled out, lying loosely on
the ground.

Move the brush forward and backwards between the tile

grooves. It is most effective when the brush is being
pulled backwards.

Battery and charger

Specifications

Warning: Do not try to disassemble, short circuit or put
it to extreme heat or fire, as it can cause serious inquiry
and permanent damage to the battery!

Important: To protect the battery from total
discharge, the machine will stop, when the battery is
nearly empty.

The machine must not be started up again after
automatic shutdown, as it can damage the battery.
The battery must be recharges before the work can
continue.

Charging

e  Only use the original charger which is included.

e Before the battery is being used the first time, it is
recommended to fully charge it first.

e Do not try to charge other type of batteries in the
charger, other than the original battery.

e  Keep the charger in a dry and warm environment
(10-25 degrees C) and only use it indoor. It should
be connected to a normal 230V AC socket.

e  The surface of the battery can become warm
during charging. This is normal.

e Do not cover battery or charger during charging.
Allow free ventilation of air.

A fast charger is included with the machine. A full
charge takes around 60 min.

Attention:
Remove battery from the charger during storage.
Avoid water/moisture near the charger.

Important: The charger will stop, when the battery is
full. However, it is not recommended to leave the
battery in charger for more than 24 hours.

It is recommended to drain the battery completely and
fully charge it whenever possible, as it can increase
the health of the battery. But partial charge will not
damage the battery.

Warranty terms and conditions

Clean the machine after use. Make sure no debris gets
in through the cooling slots of the motor housing. Store
the cleaner in a frost free area, out of reach of children.

During winter storage, the battery should be fully
charged and kept warm at 10-20 degrees C. Charge it
every 3 months. Make sure to keep ventilation holes
clean and free from dirt.

Store the charger indoor between 5-25 degrees C.

The warranty period is 2 years for private end users in
EU countries.

Products sold for commercial use, only have a warranty
period of 1 year.

The warranty covers material and/or fabrication faults.

Normal wear and replacement of wearing parts are
NOT covered by the warranty.

Wearing parts, which are NOT covered for more than
12 months:

e Brushes
e Wheel
e Guards

e Battery: If the battery is not stored correct (frost-free
and recharged every 3 months), the durability is
only guaranteed for 6 months.

The warranty does NOT cover damages/faults caused

by:

e Lack of service and maintenance
