Before you ride your Texas Off-Roader, please read this manual carefully and understand

fully all operations, inspection and basic maintenance.

If you have any questions regarding the operation or maintenance of your Texas Off-

Roader, please contact your Texas dealer.
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SAFETY REGULATIONS:

12.Read the user manual carefully. Get familiar with the off-roaders abilities and limits
as well as specific potential risks.

13.Never ride Texas Off-Roader on public road or pavement. Also never try to make
any stunts such as jumps or riding on two wheels.

14.This Texas Off-Roader has been designed and constructed for one person only.
The structure and drawing of the seat makes it unsafe to carry any passenger,

15.You must not exceed the maximum weight.

16. Always carry a helmet, eye protection and protection clothing when you ride your
Texas Off-Roader.

17.0nly use accessories and original spare parts. Mounting of unauthorized parts may
lead to increased risks. Texas renounces responsibility by injury or other damage
caused by use of unoriginal parts.

18. By constructive changes such as change of the engine capacity, the guarantee
becomes void.

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Function of the parts

e The choke is placed on the left side of
the Off Roader between the engine
and the seat. When you start the
machine it may be necessary to
activate the choke.

e The ignition switch has three positions.
"OFF” : Means that all circuits are off.
"IGNITION” : Means that the engine
can be started. The second position
will activate the light on the off-roader.

e On the left lever, the start button is placed, the start
button becomes red, when you push the button the
engine will start. Provided that the key is in the ON
position and that the foot pedal has been pushed
down. If the engine will not start, try deactivating button
1 by pressing it to the right and left side )

e On the right lever the front brake and throttle control are placed. The throttle
control is activated by the right thumb.

Oil: Drain the oil on the engine, which was there when the Off-Roader was delivered and
refill with new engine oil 15W-40 till the level MAX. is reached on the oil stick.
The drain plug is placed under the engine in the front.

e The fuel tank can hold 6,5 L.

e Always remember to examine the oil level before you ride, the oil stick is placed
on the cover on the right side of the crank house. The oil stick is marked with
min. and max. and the oil level must always be max. Note: you must not check
the oil when the engine is running and you must not start the engine if the oil
level is incorrect.

e The Off-Roader has been equipped with semi-automatic gear.

e Shifting gears. Place the left foot softly on the gear arm, thereafter you partly let
go of the gas at the same time as you press the gear arm further down,
Thereafter you see on the display that first gear have been found you remove
your foot and you step on it.

e The Off-Roader has four gears. The gears are placed from the top till the
bottom. At the top the neutral gear is placed. If you press one more time after
the 4™ gear you are in neutral gear again and start over again, please draw extra
attention to this. Never change to the first gear before the machine stops. You
can also change the opposite direction from gear 4 to gear 3 etc. by using the
gear pedal, always remember to slow down before gear reduction.

e The back brake pedal is placed on the footplate, the brake shall be operated by
your right foot.

e The wheel must always have the correct tyre pressure - between 0,5 - 1,5 bar

- Thetyre pressure can be adjusted accordingly to the terrain in
guestion:
At hard terrain the tyre pressure can/should be increased.
At soft terrain the tyre pressure can/should be reduced.
When using to low tyre pressure you risk damaging the tyres or you risk that
the tyres fall off the rims.
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Maintenance

e Fasten all bolts and nuts after every use.
e Replace the oil on a regular basis. Replace the oil after 50 hours ride or at least
once a year.
e Clean the sparking plug; replace the sparking plug if it doesn’t work.
The electrode distance shall be between 0,6 mm and 0,7 mm.
e Clean the air filter on a regular basis, if you ride in dusty areas the air filter needs to
be cleaned more often.
Replace the fuel filter, if it is dirty.
Replace the throttle cable if it is broken, you have to check this often.
Check and adjust the front brake cable if the cable is broken you shall replace it.
Check and adjust the transmission chain. If the chain is not maintained properly, it
can easily break.

e Check the battery and the fuse.

Draw attention to danger of explosion when filling gasoline or charging the
battery. Always use goggles and approved rubber gloves and make sure the
breathing is good.
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Safety quide:

In this part of the Texas Off-Roader user manual you will be informed about safety
guidelines for the use of your Texas Off-Roader.

Even though everything will be mentioned, we will emphasize the most important safety
guidelines in the following:

e Always follow the recommended age limit.
- A child under the age of 16 should never ride a Texas Off-Roader

¢ Never ride your Texas Off-Roader under the influence of alcohol and drugs. Even
medicine with or without prescription can have side effects that resemble the
influence of alcohol or drugs. These side effects ca affect the necessary skills to
ride Texas Off-Roader safely and to keep an eye on the children.

e Draw attention to tiredness. You become more tired when you ride a Texas Off-

Roader than when you drive a car, that is why it is important to remember that
tiredness influences your ability to control the vehicle.

SAFETY EQUIPMENT:

When you ride your Texas Off-Roader it is important that you wear safety equipment. The
equipment includes safety helmet, gloves, boots, trousers, long-sleeved shirt or jacket and

goggles.

Gloves: Proper driving gloves ensure that your hands will not become cold, tired and sore.
They will also provide protection in case of a fall. Motor-cross gloves, which are padded
above the knuckle will prevent hits and provide the best combination of protection and
comfort.

Boots: The recommended protection footwear is a pair of strong, motor-cross boots, which
can protect your feet, ankles and legs. Low heels are recommended so that your feet won'’t
slide on the footplate.

Shirt and trousers: In order to protect your skin against abrasion and other wounds, you
always have to wear a long-sleeved shirt or jacket and trousers with long legs. This is a
minimum demand, but if you want to make further protection, we recommend you to use
motor-cross clothing, e.g. motor-cross trousers with kneepads, long-sleeved shirt/jacket
with breast/shoulder protection.

Helmet: A protection helmet to protect your head is the most important equipment
when you use your Texas Off-Roader. A helmet will prevent serious wounds on your
head. When you choose a helmet, it has to fit your head and it has to be fastened safely. A
full-face helmet protects your face as well as your head. Due to the fact that open helmets
are easier and smarter, you have to use these with mouth protection. Eye protection shall
be used together with both types of helmets.
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Goqgles: In order to ride safely, you always have to be able to see what is in front of you.
Objects like stones, branches and dirt, which get in your face, can distract you. If
something gets in your eye and you are not wearing the correct protection, you can
become blind. Regular sunglasses do not provide enough protection when you are riding
your Texas Off-Roader. When you choose goggles you have to make sure that they don’t
have any scratches and that they have the standard marking VESCS, V-8 or z87 in a
corner. If they do not wear these markings, you have to ensure that the goggles are made
of solid waterproof polycarbonate. The goggles must be fastened tightly and close to the
face in order to prevent them from dewing.

On clear days you can choose to use toned goggles, and yellow goggles on clouded days.
If you use Texas Off-Roader at night you must use clear goggles.

Riding guide lines:

There is a lot you need to know before you start riding your Texas Off-Roader. These
guidelines do not replace training and experience, but they are intended to give you a
general view of the safety precautions and help you riding your Texas Off-Roader
correctly.

Safe riding
Before you start riding your Texas Off-Roader you have to choose a large, flat open area

for practice. It is important that you practice riding Texas Off-Roader in order to make
yourself familiar with the steering and the machine before you ride it in the terrain. Make
sure there are no obstacles in the practice area, like stones, holes, pieces of woods and
branches.

Riding position

It is important that the rider sits in the right position. By riding in the right position you will
be able to use the steering and you will be able to react faster, when you move your
weight to another direction, than if you don’t sit in the right position on your vehicle.

Correct riding position:
o Keep your eyes open and keep an eye on what is happening in front of you.
e Your shoulders must be relaxed with the elbows bended slightly away from the
body.
e Your hands must be placed on the handles.
e Your knees must turn inwards
e Your feet must rest on the footplate, and your toes must point forward.

Place your hands on the handle and your feet on the footplate when you ride your Texas
Off-Roader. If you remove one hand or foot, it can reduce your ability to control the vehicle
or it can make you loose balance and consequently fall. If you remove your foot from the
footplate, your foot or leg can come in contact with the wheels. This can damage you and
cause an accident.

Braking technique

The braking ability on your Texas Off-Roader is important. Without brakes it would be
difficult to stop the vehicle. Texas Off-Roader is equipped with front and rear brake.

Please find some good braking tips:
e Let go of the throttle control.
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e Press both brakes at the same time.
e Avoid forceful braking when you turn.
e Brake gently when you ride on slippery surface.

Turning technique
It is important to know how you turn your Texas Off-Roader, when you ride.

Please find some good turning tips:

¢ Move your body weight forward and to the inner side of the turning angle.

e Turn the handlebar, while you are looking in the direction you are turning.

e If you increase your speed or turn more sharply, you must move your weight even
more towards the inner side of the turning angle in order to keep the balance.

e |If your Texas Off-Roader starts to tip when you are turning, you must not panic.
Move your body even further towards the inner side of the turning angle while you
gradually let go of the throttle control and make the turn wider.

Riding on hills and hillsides
It is important to know how you control your Texas Off-Roader on hills and hillsides. If you
do not ride your vehicle correctly on hills you can loose control and the vehicle can tip.

e Try not to ride uphill when the hill is too steep for your riding skills or for the Texas
Off-Roader.

e Make sure you have a good view and that you can see what is in front of you. If you
cannot look over the top of the hill, you shall reduce the speed until you have a
good view.

e If you ride uphill, you have to move your weight forward. When you ride downhill
you have to move your weight backward.

When you approach a hill you have to keep your feet on the footplate. Increase the speed
before you ride uphill in order to maintain the speed, and when you are close to the top of
the hill, you shall lean forward.

If you do not have enough speed to reach the top, but have enough speed to turn safely
and ride downhill, you must do the following:

e Move your weight forward uphill.
e Turn before you lose speed.
¢ Ride downhill slowly, move your weight backwards.

If you do not have enough power, when you ride uphill:
e Move your weight forward. Brake to a complete stop. Don’t let the vehicle roll
backwards.

e Move your weight forward pull the handbrake.
e Ascend the vehicle to the uphill side.

Try not to ride backwards downhill. If you start rolling backwards downhill, you must not
suddenly press the rear brake. If you use the rear brake it can make your vehicle tip
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backwards. If you start rolling backwards downhill you must follow the following tips in
order to stop the vehicle safely:

¢ Move your weight forward and press the front brake

e When you have come to a complete stop, press the rear brake.

e Pull the handbrake and ascend the vehicle to the uphill side.

e |If the vehicle still rolls backwards, you must immediately ascend the Off-Roader to
the uphill side.

Before you ride downhill you must examine the terrain thoroughly. It is best to choose a
route, which goes directly downhill with as few obstacles as possible. Change weight
position, move your weight backwards and ride slowly. If you must brake you shall press
the brakes gently. When you ride downhill you must remember:

Move your weight backwards.

Use a low speed.

Brake gradually.

Look forward and draw attention to obstacles.

Riding across a hillside

Some times a hill is so steep that you cannot ride directly uphill and downhill. In these
circumstances it is necessary to cross-hillside instead. When you cross a hillside you shall
draw attention to the terrain in front of you. Avoid crossing hillside with particularly slippery,
uneven or loose surface. When you cross-hillsides you must follow these guide lines:

e Keep both feet on the footplate.

¢ Move your weight in the uphill direction.

¢ If you ride on soft terrain, you must turn the front wheels slightly uphill in order to
keep your Texas Off-Roader on a straight line over the hill.

¢ |If the vehicle starts tipping, you should turn the front wheels downhill, if the terrain
allows you to do it. If the terrain does not allow you to turn the front wheels, you
must ascend the vehicle immediately to the uphill side.

e Avoid sudden speed changes.

Terrain

You can ride your Texas Off-Rider in many sorts of terrain. But in order to obtain the best
performance, you shall know the area and know the reactions of the vehicle. Choose
places where you can ride safely, choose already existing paths and stay far away from
areas such as dangerous hillsides and impassable swamps. Keep an eye on sharp jolts,
holes, wheel tracks and obstacles. The experienced rider keeps him/herself away from
trouble by avoiding dangerous or risky situations and by controlling the Texas Off-Roader
safely. Experienced riders keep a sharp eye on the terrain. When you know what is a head
of you, you can be prepared to react long time before you reach the potential risks.

Speed is an important factor speaking of manoeuvrability in the terrain. Make sure that you
look straight ahead and choose a speed, which fits the terrain, visibility, riding conditions
and your own experience.

By keeping an eye on the terrain you can predict risks and obstacles and find the safest

route. When you approach a risk, you must not only concentrate on the risk but also look
for a way to avoid it and adjust your speed.
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Riding on different terrain

Naturally you may want to ride your Texas Off-Roader in other areas than fields and
backyards. You want to explore the world with it. There are many sorts of terrain for you to
ride; they have each their specific risks and safety guidelines.

Dunes

To ride in dunes can provide a lot of fun, but you have to draw attention to the fact that the
riding conditions are constantly changing.
When you ride in dunes you must:

Use an aerial flague.

Be attentive to and prepared on changing condition and loose sand.

Avoid wet sand.

Avoid riding in vegetation.

Keep an eye on slippery surfaces and sharp objects.

Be extra attentive to the weather, when the sun is shining, the lacking shadow can
make it difficult to see risks and obstacles.

Mud and water

Your Texas Off-Roader can ride through mud and low water areas. The water level may
maximum reach the rim of the lower edge. You shall avoid water areas where you can
damage the stream and fry areas or where you destroy the shore on the stream or the
brook. By avoiding these areas you will increase you own personal safety and fun and you
will save the environment so that others can enjoy it too. When you ride through mud and
water you shall remember:

e The water may maximum reach the rim of the lower edge

e The footplate can become slippery.

¢ Know the depth of the water before you ride across it. Don’t try to ride across deep
water.

e Avoid water with a strong current.

¢ When you cross a stream, you shall use an established ford or a place where the
shore has a gradual hillside.

e Be prepared that your body weight shall be moved to another direction in order to
maintain balance.

e Keep an eye on objects in the water such as stones or branches.

e Test brakes after you have left the water. The brakes may not work as well when
they are wet as when they are dry.

Snow
Riding in snow can be a lot of fun. Make sure that you only ride in firm snow, if you ride in
loose snow, you might damage the terrain below the snow. When you ride in snow you
must remember the following:

e Only ride on firm snow or visible paths.

e Make sure to have the acceptance of the landowner, before you ride.
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o Keep an eye on the weather conditions and know the weather report.
e Ask the authorities if the vehicle is allowed to ride on the snow paths.
e Wear appropriate clothing.

How to cross roads

Your Texas Off-Roader is not for use on public roads. The reason is that the risk of
accidents and fatal accidents is very severe, when you ride on, or cross a road the wrong
way. The danger of crossing a road cannot be emphasized strongly enough, but at some
occasions it can be necessary to cross a road. This can for instance be the circumstance
in agricultural areas, where the Texas Off-Roader is used for multiple purposes. If you
have to cross a road, you must follow the guidelines in order to reduce the risk of
accidents:

Know the Road Traffic Act, before you cross a road.

Before you cross the road you must bring your vehicle to a complete stop.

Turn yourself towards the driving traffic and look in both directions

When the road is clear, you can cross the road carefully. The vehicle works

differently on a road and it can be more difficult to manage, which increases the risk

of a coalition.

e Cross the road at a 90-degree angle, at a place where there are no obstacles and a
good visibility.

e If you ride in a group, the first rider shall ascend the vehicle and keep an eye on the
traffic, while he/she waves the group across the road. The last rider ascends the
vehicle on the other side of the road and keeps an eye on the traffic while the first
rider crosses the road.

e Always assume that the car driver cannot see you, most car drivers look for other

cars and not for Off-Roaders.

Always remember that if you cross the road in an appropriate way or ride on the road
illegally, it can cause serious accidents and endanger other Off-Roader users. You
always have to pay extra attention when you cross roads.

Laws and requlations

Laws and regulations, which show how and where you can use your Texas Off-Roader,
are very important to respect. These laws are made for yours as well as others protection.
By controlling the less responsible riders, the laws and regulations let responsible riders
enjoy using their Texas Off-Roader. The laws also protect the area you use for riding and
the persons who own it so that the area still will be there and future generations also can
use it.

Note: Texas Off-Roaders are not for use on public road.

Responsible riding
The largest factor that controls your riding is the access to country. The development,
maintenance and riding possibility means that you have to take the rest of the world:

private landowners, the authorities and people you meet on the paths into consideration.
The better you agree with these people the easier it is to find and maintain good riding
paths.

If the rider’s behaviour damages the country, it is both self-destructing and irresponsible. It
is very important to keep and protect riding areas.

e You shall only ride where motorized vehicles are accepted.

e You shall always respect wanderers, skiers, campers and others right to enjoy their
activities without getting disturbed.

e Order maps and regulations from the authorities.

e Always respect signs and barriers and ask for permission from the landowner,
before you cross private property.

e Avoid streams, shores, meadows, muddy paths, steep hills, animal and cattle
areas.

e Make sure your Texas Off-Roader is as quiet as possible; don’t make your
exhaustion system more noisy than necessary. No people like a noisy Off-Roader.
Don’t tamp with the spark catcher.

e Don'’t run over young trees, bushes or grass, you may damage them.

e Stay away from soft, wet roads and paths, which already have been destroyed by
vehicles. It is expensive to repair the damage.

¢ Avoid meadows, steep hills, stream and seashores, they can quickly be damaged
by the wheels.

e Be polite when you meet others on the paths. Ride to the side when you meet horse
riders or wanderers. When you are close to a horse, it is best to turn off the engine,
a panic-stricken horse is of danger to you and its rider.

o Keep away from animals.

e Respect closed gates and signs. Vandalism costs tax money.

e Stay away from wilderness areas. They are closed for all vehicles even bikes. Learn
the borders and respect them.

e Get permission to ride on private ground and respect the landowner’s right.

Find a place to ride
It can be a difficult task to find a good place to ride. A good place to start is to ask you
dealer some easy questions.

e \Where do other customers ride?
¢ \Who owns the area?
e What are the regulations?

Geographical maps can be good way to find open country with appropriate paths. Before
you ride, you must find out who owns the country and if they mind that you use it. This way
you can develop a good network of riding areas.
